   State Phytosanitary Administration (hereinafter 
“SPA”) is the central competent authority 
responsible for controls of introducing of plant 
protection products (PPPs) to the market and 
usage of PPPs following the Article 68 of the 
Regulation No 1107/2009/EC of the European 
Parliament and of the Council of 21 October 
2009 concerning the placing of plant protection 
products on the market and repealing Council 
Directives 79/117/EEC and 91/414/EEC 



State Phytosanitary Administration (2) 

The inspections are performed: 

• in relation to the PPPs authorization holders – 
by the Plant Protection Products Section, Post-
registration Control Division, Zemědělská 1a, 
Brno 

• in relation to distributors, sellers, storekeepers 
and users – by inspectors of the Field Service 
Section via seven Regional Divisions 
(methodologically supported by the PPPs 
Section, Postregistration Control Division)

LABORATORY CHECK ON COMPOSITION OF PPPs 

   46 plant protection products were controlled in 2011.  

    23 products comply with their specification limits, 23 
products were not in compliance with values mentioned 
in technical specifications (1 sample - lower active 
ingredient content and surfactant, 18 samples - 
differences in phys-chem properties with FAO or national 
pesticide specifications, 4 samples- different chemical 
composition).                               

    Xylene was found in higher amount then permitted in 1 
analyzed product of EC formulations.

REGULATION No 1107/2009/EC 

• CHAPTER VIII CONTROLS , ARTICLE 67 RECORD-KEEPING, 
PARAGRAPH 1 : 

    Producers, suppliers, distributors, importers, and exporters of plant 
protection products shall keep records of the plant protection 
products they produce, import, export, store or place on the market 
for at least 5 years.
